CUMIN: PACKAGE OF AGRONOMIC

PRACTICES

1. AGRO-CLIMATIC REQUIREMENTS

PREPARATION
Climate:Thrives in moderately cool, dry climates (20—
30°C). High humidity during flowering/fruiting increases
disease risk. Frost and heavy rains are detrimental.Soil:
Prefers sandy loam to medium-heavy, well-drained
soils rich in organic matter. Avoid waterlogged or saline
soils.
Preparation:Plough 2-3 times to achieve fine tilth.
Incorporate 10-15 MT FYM/ha during land preparation.
Level fields and create 4x3 m beds for efficient irrigation.

2. SEED SOWING
Season: Mid-October to
season).Seed Rate: 12-16
with Trichoderma or fungicides like Bavistin).
Sowing Method:Line sowing (20-25 cm row spacing)
preferred over broadcasting for better
germination.Depth: 1.5-2 cm (deeper sowing delays
germination).

3. NUTRIENT MANAGEMENT
Basal Dose:15-20 MT FYM/ha+15 kg N/ha +15 kg
P20s/ha.Top Dressing: 15 kg N/ha at 30-40 days after
sowing (DAS).Integrated Approach: Combine organic
(vermicompost, castor cake) and inorganic fertilizers for
higher yields.

4. IRRIGATION
Initial: Light irrigation immediately after sowing and 7-10
days later.Critical Stages: Avoid irrigation during flowering
and seed filling to prevent blight and mildew.
Frequency: 4-5 irrigations total, depending on soil
moisture.

5. WEED MANAGEMENT
Chemical: Apply oxadiargyl 0.06 kg/ha (pre-emergence)
followed by 2 hand weedings at 40 & 60 DAS.Manual: 2-3
weedings (first at 20-25 DAS).
Mulching: Reduces weed growth and conserves moisture.

6. INTEGRATED PEST MANAGEMENT (IPM)
Major Pests/Diseases: Aphids/Thrips: Monitor
with yellow sticky traps; spray neem oil or thiamethoxam.
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Alternaria Blight/Powdery Mildew: Apply Nativo fungicide
or kresoxim-methyl.

Biological Controls: Release Trichogramma wasps for
pest eggs. Use bioagents like Trichoderma for soil-borne
diseases.

7. HARVESTING AND POST-HARVEST MANAGEMENT
Harvesting: 100-120 DAS when plants turn brown. Cut at
ground level and sun-dry for 5-7 days. Thresh using sticks
or mechanical threshers. Post-Harvest: Clean seeds with
gravity separators. Grade and store in disinfected gunny
bags in cool, dry conditions.

Important Note: Adjustments may be needed based on local
soil tests or climatic conditions.
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
